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1 Overview

This document describes the Small Business Goaling Report. For each of the small business categories in the report, a description of how the data is pulled for the report minus exclusions is described. Many of the small business awards are included in more than one category. For example, an 8(a) woman-owned business would be included in the Woman-owned Small Business Contractor category, the 8(a) business category and the small business category.

2 FAR data collection and reporting requirements

FAR 19.202-5 defines the data collection and reporting requirements as follows:

Agencies must measure the extent of small business participation in their acquisition programs by taking the following actions:

(a) Require each prospective contractor to represent whether it is a small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business or women-owned small business concern (see the provision at 52.219-1, Small Business Program Representations).

(b) Accurately measure the extent of participation by small business, veteran-owned small business, service-owned veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small businesses concerns in Government acquisitions in terms of the total value of contracts placed during each fiscal year, and report data to the SBA at the end of each fiscal year (see Subpart 4.6)
3 Small Business Categories

The small business categories are defined in the FAR and are as follows:

· Small Business Concern:

· A concern, including its affiliates, that is independently owned and operated, not dominant in the field of operation in which it is bidding on government contracts, and qualified as a small business under the criteria and size standards in 13 CFR Part 121 (see 19.102). Such a concern is “not dominant in its field of operation” when it does not exercise a controlling or major influence on a national basis in a kind of business activity in which a number of business concerns are primarily engaged. In determining whether dominance exists, consideration shall be given to all appropriate factors, including volume of business, number of employees, financial resources, competitive status or position, ownership or control of materials, processes, patents, license agreements, facilities, sales territory, and nature of business activity.
· Small Disadvantaged Business Program:
· A concern, at the time of its offer, must either be certified as a small disadvantaged business (SDB) concern or have a completed SDB application pending at the SBA or a Private Certifier (see 19.001). Small disadvantaged concerns include:

· 8(a) Program

· A concern is designated as a participating 8(a) concern by the SBA

· Other Small Disadvantaged Business Program

· HubZone Program:

· A small business concern that appears on the list of Qualified HUBZone Small Business Concerns maintained by the Small Business Administration
· Woman-owned Small Business Concern:

· At least 51 percent owned by one or more women; or, in the case of any publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more women
· Whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more women.

· Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business Concern: 

· Not less than 51 percent of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of any publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans; and
· The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of a service-disabled veteran with permanent and severe disability, the spouse or permanent caregiver of such veteran.

(2) Service-disabled veteran means a veteran, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(2), with a disability that is service-connected, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(16).

This section describes the criteria used to calculate the award totals before exclusions. 

3.1 Small Business Concern 

An award is included in the Small Business Contractor category when the Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size is Small Business.

3.2 Small Disadvantaged Business Program
The Small Disadvantaged Program Total is the sum of the “8(a) Program” and “Other Small Disadvantaged Business Program” categories. The Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size is Small Business and the reason for the competition or reason not competed is one of those defined below.

3.2.1 8(a) Program

“8(a) Program” is determined when the award has one of the following “Competitive Procedure” choices:

1. “Combination HUBZone and 8(a)” was the reason competed

2. “SDB, 8(a) with HUBZone” under full and open competition” was the reason competed

3. “Non-Competitive 8(a)” was the reason not competed

3.2.2 Other Small Disadvantaged Business Program

Other SDB Program is determined when the award has one of the following “Competitive Procedure” choices:

1. “SDB Set-Aside” 

2. “SDB Price Evaluation” 

3. “Small Disadvantaged Business”  
4. “SDB Participating Program”  
5. “SDB Preferential Consideration” 
6. “Combined HUB/SDB Price Evaluation
3.3 HubZone Program

. The Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size is Small Business. “HUBZONE Program” is determined when the award has one of the following “Competitive Procedure” choices: 

1. “HUBZone Set Aside”   

2. “HUBZone Price Evaluation”     

3. “Combination HUBZone and 8(a)” 

4. “SDB, 8(a) with HUBZone”

5. “Combined HUB/SDB Preference”

or has one of the following “Reason Not Competed” choices:

1. “HUBZone Sole Source”

3.4 Woman-owned Small Business Contractor

“Women Owned Small Business Contractor” is determined when an award has “Small Business” as the Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size and the contractor is designated as a “Women Owned” business in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) system at the time of award.
3.5 Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business Contractor
“Service Disabled Veterans Small Business Contractor” is determined when an award has “Small Business” as the Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size and the contractor is designated as a “Service Disabled Veteran Owned Business” in the CCR system at the time of the award.
4 Exclusions

Awards categorized in the following exclusions are not included in the Small Business Goaling Report:

· Javits-Wagner-O’Day Program)

· UNICOR

· American Institute of Taiwan

· Contracts awarded and performed outside the continental United States

· Credit card purchases

· Acquisitions by agencies on behalf of foreign governments or entities

· Contracts for foreign governments or international organizations

· Contracts funded predominately with agency generated sources (user fees, gifts, sale of production, gas taxes, private sector reimbursements, etc)*

· Wholesale supply sources

· Contract actions not subject to Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR)

· Transactions that are not contracts

· Personal service contracts that are issued under 5 U.S.C. 3109 (FAR Part 37)

4.1 Javits-Wagner-O’Day Program (JWOD)

Sheltered Workshop is determined when the award has “JWOD” designated as the reason not competed.

4.2 UNICOR

UNICOR or Federal Prison Industries are determined when the award has “UNICOR” designated as the contractor (DUNS number is ''626627459” or other UNICOR vendor identified in the CCR.

4.3 American Institute in Taiwan

Awards with American Institute in Taiwan designated as the vendor in the award or the DUNS number is ''161174503' are excluded from the Small Business Goaling Report.

4.4 Contracts awarded and performed the United States

Awards contracted and performed outside of the US are designated when the country in the place of performance is NOT the United States.

4.5 Credit card purchases

Awards in which the purchase card payment is yes and the dollars obligated are less than or equal to $2500 are excluded from the Small Business Goaling Report.

4.6 Acquisitions by agencies on behalf of foreign governments or entities or international organizations

Awards in which the contract for foreign entity is yes are excluded from the Small Business Goaling Report.

4.7 Contracts funded predominately with agency generated sources

Awards in which the contract is funded predominately with agency generated sources are excluded from the Small Business Goaling Report. All contracts for the following agencies are excluded:

· FDIC,  5100; 

· Postal Service, 1800; 

· Bureau Of Engraving And Printing, 2041; 

· United States Mint, 2044; 

· Office Of The Comptroller Of The Currency, 2046; 

· Office Of Thrift Supervision, 2047; 

· Transportation Security Administration, 6965; 

· Federal Highway Administration, 6925 - without Pre CICA determination: Need to check with DOT on any use of appropriated funds; 

· federal aviation administration, 6920; 

· tennessee valley authority, 6400;

4.8 Wholesale supply sources

Awards in which are wholesale supply sources are not reported to FPDS-NG by the agency.

4.9 Contract actions not subject to Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR)

Awards in which are contract actions not subject to the FAR should not be reported to FPDS-NG by the agency in order to be excluded from the Small Business Goaling Report.

4.10 Transactions that are not contracts

Awards in which are not contract actions are not reported to FPDS-NG by the agency in order to be excluded from the Small Business Goaling Report as defined by the FAR (grants, MOUs, etc.).

4.11 Personal service contracts that are issued under 5 U.S.C. 3109 (FAR Part 37)

Awards in which are personal service contracts issued under 5 USC 3109 should not be reported to FPDS-NG by the agency in order to be excluded from the Small Business Goaling Report.

5 Additions

5.1 Work by Other Agencies

Contracts awarded to other agencies are included in the funding agency’s goaling report.

5.2 Awards to HBCU/MI

Awards to HBCU or MI concerns are included in the small business goaling report for some agencies, such as DoD, NASA and the Coast Guard.

5.3 Software fixes/enhancements

This section discusses the changes to the software.
