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1 Introduction
1.1 Overview

This document describes the reasons for certification/recertification of the Contract Writing Systems (CWS) with FPDS-NG V1.3.
Agencies using Business Services only must sign the attached Business Services Agreement when requesting certification\re-certification.

As part of the certification\re-certification process agencies using business services only will be asked to provide an inventory of data elements submitted for each use case.
1.2 Software Changes
Additional changes are in progress and will be incorporated as part of FPDS-NG V1.3 on April 3, 2009. Changes will be made in functionality for the following:
1. Administrative Transfer

2. Change PIID

3. Multiple and Single Award IDV

4. Commercial Item Test Program

5. Description of Requirement

Please refer to FPDS-NG V1.3 Completion Plan Release Notes for more information concerning the Version 1.3 changes. 
1.3 Certification

All new and existing CWS currently integrated with FPDS-NG V1.2 must be certified to use V1.3 by December 31, 2009. The FPDS-NG V1.2 services will be de-supported as of this date per the IAE memo dated January 9, 2009.

1.4 Recertification

All CWS that are currently certified for the FPDS-NG V1.3 services are required to recertify as some of the data elements have been changed from “Optional” or “Not Required” to “Required”. The CWS vendor may want to include the new change PIID functionality in the FPDS-NG V1.3 integration.
1.4.1 Impacted APIs
1.4.1.1 De-supported APIs
The following API’s associated with the transfer of a contract will be de-supported in Version 1.3:
· Transfer

· Change PIID
1.4.1.2 Change in Create API
The new Change PIID functionality will be included in Version 1.3. Changing the PIID of any contract will be provided by the ‘create’ API. This functionality will be applicable on all document types except for NASA specific ones (Cooperative Agreement, Grant For Research, Intragovernmental, Funded Space Act Agreement, Training Grant). 
The following information will be required when changing the PIID:
· The reason for modification as the ‘Change PIID’ 
· The Old key as part of list of Other IDs
1.4.2 Impacted Data Elements

The use cases for the data element included in this section will be changed. Please refer to the FPDS-NG Version 1.3 Completion Plan Data Dictionary for full details.
1.4.2.1 Multiple or Single Award IDV (6E)
Data element “Multiple or Single Award IDV” (6E) will be changed from “Not Required” to “Required” on a BPA. The system will not allow any corrections to this element on a final BPA.
1.4.2.2 Commercial Item Test Program (10J)
Data element “Commercial Item Test Program” (10J) will be changed from “Not Required” to “Required” on all document types except for Delivery Orders and BPA Calls.     
1.4.2.3 Description of Requirement (6M)
Data element “Description of Requirement” (6M) will be changed from “Optional” to “Required” on all document types including NASA specific documents except the ‘Intragovernmental’ document type. This change supports collection of the Recovery Act Treasury Account Symbol to track Recovery Act spending.
1.5 Real Time Integration 
CWSs that are planning to certify/recertify for V1.3 shall use a combination of Business Web Services and GUI Web Services. GUI Web Service integration allows the CWS to use the GUI interface provided by FPDS-NG to update the data elements that are not available in the CWS and minimize the impact of any feature changes to the elements requirement states.
