NOTE:  In this document CLOD is the abbreviation for Competition Line of Demarcation.  The Clod is the date of software implementation.  PLEASE NOTE:  Deletion of a rule means that the rule will no longer be valid both pre and post CLOD.
2.1 Work Package 1: Changes related to “Multiple or Single Award IDV” (6E) data element 
	Description

	· GUI Label name for element 6E will be modified from “Multiple or Single Award IDC” to “Multiple or Single Award IDV”. No change will be made to the XML schema.

· Data element 6E for a base BPA will be enabled post V1.3 completion implementation date (April 3, 2009).

· FPDS-NG will not allow correction of the 6E data element on any BPA where date signed is prior to V1.3 completion implementation date (April 3, 2009).

· Data element 6E will be un-editable for all FSS and GWAC contracts. All FSS and GWAC contracts are automatically set to ‘Multiple Award’ when they are created. The data element will be defaulted on ‘Multiple Award’ on all existing FSS and GWAC contracts (1979 forward)

· FPDS-NG will not allow correction of the 6E data element value on any GWAC or FSS document.

· FPDS-NG will not permit the correction of the 6E data element value from ‘Multiple Award’ to ‘Single Award’ or vice-versa for BPA and IDC contracts when there are referencing orders/calls.

2.2 Work Package 2: Changes related to “Statutory Exception to Fair Opportunity” (10R) data element
	Description

	· GUI Label name for element 10R will be modified from "Statutory Exception To Fair Opportunity" to "Fair Opportunity/Limited Sources" starting CLOD. The label "Statutory Exception To Fair Opportunity” will continue to display for documents with date signed pre-CLOD. No change will be made to the XML schema.

· FPDSNG will change the ‘No Exception – Fair Opportunity Given’ to ‘Fair Opportunity Given’ in the current values for the data element 10R. This applies to post CLOD only based on the date signed of the action. Modifications to the base documents will continue to propagate the value from the base.

· FPDSNG will make the updated data element 10R drop down values available to both DoD and Civilian agencies post CLOD.  The following drop down values in the order given will be available for DoD and Civilian agencies with a date signed after the CLOD:

· Fair Opportunity given 

· Follow-on Delivery Order Following Competitive Initial Order
· Minimum Guarantee

· Only one Source Other

· Other Statutory Authority

· Urgency

· Modifications to the base documents will continue to propagate the value from the base.

· Corrections to documents signed pre CLOD will only allow the pre CLOD values and validation rules 

· Data element 10R will be defaulted to “Select One” and disabled on a Delivery/Task Order placed against a single award IDC and BPA post CLOD.

· Data element 10R data will be disabled on the screen for a PO, DCA, BPA, BOA, IDC, GWAC or FSS post CLOD. For a BPA Call, the data element 10R will be shown and the field will be disabled post CLOD.

· Validation rules are discussed in detail in Section 3
· Use cases changes are discussed in detail in Section 4
· Appropriate changes will be made to the User manual, Data Dictionary, Validation rules and Other documentation as necessary
Note: When a new contract screen is opened, the label for element 10R will be “Fair Opportunity/Limited Sources”. Once a date signed is entered and it is pre-CLOD, the label will automatically change to “Statutory Exception To Fair Opportunity" if Java Script is enabled on the user’s browser settings. If Java script is not enabled, the label will be changed when the screen is next refreshed (clicking on any of the lookups or toolbar options like ‘Save Draft’)

2.3 Work Package 3: Changes related to “Solicitation Procedures” (10M) data element

	Description

	· FPDS-NG will change the value ‘Multiple Award Fair Opportunity’ under the data element 10M “Solicitation Procedures” to ‘Subject to Multiple Award Fair Opportunity’. This entry will be available for Civilian and DoD users.  

NOTE: This change will be effective Post CLOD. For Pre CLOD documents, the value under data element 10M “Solicitation Procedures” will remain ‘Multiple Award Fair Opportunity’. 
· FPDS-NG will add ‘Simplified Acquisition’ to the list of “Solicitation Procedures” values for DoD users.

NOTE: This change will be effective Post CLOD. For Pre CLOD documents, the value ‘Simplified Acquisition’ will not be available under data element 10M “Solicitation Procedures” for DoD users.
· FPDS-NG will automatically populate a delivery order against a Multiple Award GWAC, FSS, or IDC with ‘Subject to Multiple Award Fair Opportunity’ as the value for data element 10M “Solicitation Procedures”, and the field will be grayed out. 

NOTE: This change will be effective Post CLOD for Civilian and DoD users.

	· GUI Label name for element 10C will be modified from ‘Reason Not Competed’ to ‘Other than Full and Open Competition’ on all V 1.2 and V 1.3 Award and IDV screens. For V 1.0 and V 1.1 Awards and IDVs, the element “Competitive Procedures/Reason Not Competed” will change to “Competitive Procedures/Other than Full and Open Competition”. No change will be made to the XML schema.
· "UNICOR" and "Directed to JWOD Non-Profit Agency" will be deleted from the list of values available under the 10C data element. All existing records with 10C as "UNICOR" or "Directed to JWOD Non-Profit Agency" will be mapped to "Authorized by Statute”. Any CWS trying to submit "UNICOR" or "Directed to JWOD Non-Profit Agency" through business services will receive a warning message and the value will be set to “Authorized by Statute” and returned in the response XML
· A new value "Brand Name Description" will be added to the list of values Pre and Post CLOD. The code to be sent in the business services for “reasonNotCompeted” tag is BND. This value will be available Pre and Post CLOD on creation of new documents and correcting/updating existing documents.
· The order of values available for the data element 10C will be as follows for Civilian agencies
1. Unsolicited Research Proposal (FAR 6.302-1(a)(2)(i))
2. Follow-On Contract (FAR 6.302-1(a)(2)(ii/iii))
3. Unique Source (FAR 6.302-1(b)(1))

6. Standardization (FAR 6.302-1(b)(4))

10. Mobilization, Essential R&D (FAR 6.302-3)
11. International Agreement (FAR 6.302-4)
12. Authorized by Statute (FAR 6.302-5(a)(2)(i))
13. Authorized Resale (FAR 6.302-5(a)(2)(ii))
14. National Security (FAR 6.302-6)
15. Public Interest (FAR 6.302-7)
16. SAP Non-Competition (FAR 13)
17. Less than or equal to the Micro-Purchase Threshold
· The order of values available for the data element 10C will be the same as above for DoD except for the last two items. “SAP Non-Competition” will be available for DoD Post CLOD only. “Less than or equal to the Micro-Purchase Threshold” will not be available for DoD

· The values available for the data element 10C will have the FAR references in them for documents signed Post CLOD. The FAR clauses will not be included for documents signed Pre CLOD

	Description

	· The values “Competed under SAT” and “Not Competed under SAT” available under data element 10A will be updated to read “Competed under SAP” and “Not Competed under SAP” respectively on new and existing documents regardless of CLOD
· Civilian agencies will not be able to select the two “Extent Competed” values, ‘Competitive Delivery Order’ or ‘Non-Competitive Delivery Order’ because the value for “Extent Competed” propagates from the referenced IDV Post CLOD. There is no change to the behavior Pre CLOD.
