	Problem with the “Update” Business Service used by most contract writing systems:

Boolean Data are not being retained when the XML contains for the "Update" Business Service does not have a tag for the Boolean data element.

If any of the above Boolean elements are missing in a Contract Writing System, the "Create" request does not contain all the elements. Once the document is created in FPDS-NG, the Contract Writing System launches the FPDS GUI to fill out remainder of the information.

If the "Update" requests from the Contract Writing System to FPDS-NG do not have the tags related to the Boolean element, the data in FPDS-NG is overwritten with a null or empty value. When the Contract Writing System launches the FPDS-NG GUI, the Boolean elements that were checked before are unchecked.

Impact:

This problem has an impact on Contract Writing Systems where any of the above Boolean elements are missing and the Version 1.2 “Update” business services are used.

Solution:

Fix the "Update" Business Service to retain values when the tags are not sent in the request.

Proper Usage of the “Update” Business Service
Desired Outcome

Proper XML Representation

· No change in the data element provided by the user through the FPDS-NG data entry screen (GUI)

· No change in the data element provided by the contract writing system in a previous update business service request.

Exclude the tag for the data element in the XML request

· Change the data element value

Include the XML tag with the data value in the XML request

· Remove the data element value without providing another value

Include the XML tag with no data value between the tags in the XML request
