1. The following validation rules shall NOT fire on the Purchase Orders with Base and All Option Value (Ultimate Contract value) less than or equal to $550,000.00 and Subcontracting Plan is NULL or blank.
a. 11B02: If Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size = “Small Business,” then Subcontracting Plan must be “Plan Not Required” (Applicable for Version 1.0 forward).

b. 11B04: If DUNS Number is the DUNS that represent Federal Prison Industries, i.e., UNICOR, then Subcontracting Plan must be “Plan Not Required” (Applicable for Version 1.0 forward).
c. 11B07: The Subcontracting Plan value cannot be Plan Required (Pre 2004) when Signed Date is after September 30, 2003 (Applicable for Version 1.2 forward).
2. The following validation rules shall fire on the Purchase Orders with Base and All Option Value (Ultimate Contract value) greater than $550,000.00

d. 11B02: If Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size = “Small Business,” then Subcontracting Plan must be “Plan Not Required” (Applicable for Version 1.0 forward).

e. 11B04: If DUNS Number is the DUNS that represent Federal Prison Industries, i.e., UNICOR, then Subcontracting Plan must be “Plan Not Required” (Applicable for Version 1.0 forward).
f. 11B07: The Subcontracting Plan value cannot be Plan Required (Pre 2004) when Signed Date is after September 30, 2003 (Applicable for Version 1.2 forward).
