Current:

1.  Rule 10A5 currently reads "If Extent Competed is "Full and Open Competition," then Research SBIR/STTR cannot be selected." 

2.  Rule 10Q4 currently reads "If SBIR/STTR is selected then Solicitation Procedures must be "Negotiated Proposal." 

Modified:

1.  Rule 10A5 shall be modified to read, "If Extent Competed is "Full and Open Competition” then Research SBIR/STTR Phase I or Phase II cannot be selected.

2. Rule 10Q4 shall be modified to read, “If SBIR/STTR Phase I or Phase II is
selected then Solicitation Procedures must be "Negotiated Proposal."
