1.7 Business Rules/Functionality

This change corrects a problem for Version 1.0 integrators. Version 1.1 integrators will see no impact.

	Description

	FPDSNG-83
	Current functionality for agency ID on referenced PIID: 
1. If the agency ID is provided in the XML, try to find the IDV that has the agency ID and referenced PIID, return an error if not found. 

2. If no agency ID is provided, find the IDV based on the referenced PIID provided. Returns “not found” error if none exists. 

New functionality: 

If the agency ID and the referenced PIID combination do not find a match, try to find the IDV with just the PIID. If none is found, return an error. Return an informational message if the agency ID given was not the one for the IDV.

	FPDSNG-84
	Default the logged-in users agency code in the Advanced Search screen.

	FPDSNG-92
	When the user clicks on the back button after executing more than one action on a data entry screen, the previous screen shown does not show the most recent changes made by the user. Users were calling the help desk because it appeared FPDS-NG was not saving the user’s changes. Show the “Page Expiration” message when the user clicks the browser's back button after executing more than one action on a data entry screen. The user may choose to refresh the screen to show the most current changes on the screen.

	FPDSNG-672
	Enable the “Remove Exception” button only when a CCR Exception is selected. The “Remove Exception” button was enabled on an IDV document even though there is no CCR Exception.

	FPDSNG-673
	Disable the vendor information fields when the CCR Exception is removed. This was not happening on the IDV BPA document.

	The error message “Change in Base value is ‘equal to’ the Base and All Options value” was being displayed when the condition was not valid. Fixed the problem so that the error message only displays when the amounts violate the rule.
