	Problem:  A user is trying to create a Delivery Order against a Federal Supply Schedule and would like to select “Competitive Delivery Order (CDO)” in the Extent Competed field but during validation receives the following error:  “If the Award Type is a Delivery or Task order and the referenced IDV is an FSS, then Extent Competed must be Full and Open Competition as per FAR 8.404 (a).”

Solution:  Version 1.2 validation rule 10A15 currently states: “If the Award Type is a Delivery or Task Order and the referenced IDV is an FSS, then Extent Competed must be Full and Open Competition as per FAR 8.404 (a).”   This version 1.2 validation rule will be modified and two new rules will be added as follows:

Updated validation rule 10A15 will state:  “If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the Referenced IDV is an FSS, then Extent Competed can only be Full and Open Competition, Full and Open Competition after exclusion of sources, Competed Under SAT,  Competitive Delivery Order, Not Competed Under SAT, or Not Competed.”
New validation rule 10A15A will be added: “If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the referenced IDV is an FSS and Extent Competed is “Not Competed” or “Not Competed Under SAT,” then Statutory Exceptions to Fair Opportunity must be selected.”
New validation rule 10A15B will be added: “If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the referenced IDV is an FSS and Extent Competed is Full and Open Competition, Full and Open Competition after exclusion of sources or Competed Under SAT or “Competitive Delivery Order,” then the number of offers must be equal to or greater than one.”

	Problem:  User would like a review of validation rule 10C6 that states: “If the Extent Competed is “Competed After Exclusion Of Sources,” and the number of offers is more than one and no Type of Set-Aside is selected, the Reason Not Competed value must be “Follow on contract,” “Unsolicited Research Proposal,” “Patent or Data Rights,” “Standardization,” “Urgency,” “Particular Sources (Mobilization, Essential R&D),” “National Security,” or “Public Interest.”
Solution: Existing validation rule 10C6 will be removed.  This rule currently states: “If the Extent Competed is “Competed After Exclusion Of Sources,” and the number of offers is more than one and no Type of Set-Aside is selected, the Reason Not Competed value must be “Follow on contract,” “Unsolicited Research Proposal,” “Patent or Data Rights,” “Standardization,” “Urgency,” “Particular Sources (Mobilization, Essential R&D),” “National Security,” or “Public Interest.”

New validation rule 10A17 will be added as follows: “If Extent Competed is “Not Competed” or “Not competed under SAT,” then the number of offers must be one.”

	Problem:  User would like a review of validation rule 9E2 that states: “If Award Type = DO and Referenced PIID points to an IDV for which IDV Type = FSS, then Country of Origin must be blank.”  On a Federal Supply Schedule (FSS), the Country of Origin column is not required and therefore any awards that referenced the FSS do not have a country of origin.  The user would like to put a country of product origin on the Delivery Order, even though it is a Delivery Order against an FSS.  
Solution:  Validation rule 9E2 will be removed.   We will also be changing the column name on the screen from “Country of Origin” to “Country of Product Origin.”

	Problem: User would like a review of validation rule 10C09 that states: “If the Extent Competed is Not Available For Competition, then Reason Not Competed must be Authorized by Statute, Utilities, International Agreement, Authorized for Resale or UNICOR.”
Solution: Validation rule 10C09 will be updated and now reads:  “If the Extent Competed is Not Available For Competition, and CCR information for Vendor <Vendor Name> is “Sheltered Workshop,” then Reason Not Competed must be JWOD.”   We will also be changing the column name on the screen from “Sheltered Workshop” to “JWOD (Sheltered Workshop).”

	Problem:  Several of the versions 1.2 validation rules are in conflict and are causing a problem when attempting to validate documents.  When clicking the  validate button on a Delivery Order, the user receives the following message: "If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the Referenced IDV is a Multiple Award IDC, then Extent Competed can only be Not Competed or Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources." When the user changes the Extent Competed to Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources another message is displayed: "If the Award Type is a Delivery or Task order and the Referenced IDV is an FSS, then Extent Competed must be Full and Open Competition." No matter what the user chooses the document cannot be validated.  
Solution: Validation rules will be updated as follows. Updated validation rule 10A3 will state:  “If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the Referenced IDV is a Multiple Award IDC, then Extent Competed can only be Full and Open Competition, Full and Open Competition after exclusion of sources, Competed Under SAT, Follow on to Competed Action, Not Available for Competition, Non-Competitive Delivery Order, Not Competed Under SAT, or Not Competed.”

Updated validation 10A3A rule will state:  “If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the referenced IDV is a Multiple Award IDC and Extent Competed is Follow on to Competed Action, Not Available for Competition, Non-Competitive Delivery Order, Not Competed, or Not Competed Under SAT, then Statutory Exceptions to Fair Opportunity must be selected.”

Validation Rule 10A3B will remain as is and state: “If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the referenced IDV is a Multiple Award IDC and Extent Competed is “Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources,” then Statutory Exceptions to Fair Opportunity cannot be selected.”

New Rule 10A3C will be added:  “If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the referenced IDV is a Multiple Award IDC and Extent Competed is Full and Open Competition, Full and Open Competition after exclusion of sources or Competed Under SAT, then the number of offers must be equal to or greater than one.”
New Rule 10A16 will be added: “If an IDV is a multiple Award IDC, then Extent Competed must be Full and Open Competition or Full and Open Competition after exclusion of sources. “
Existing validation rule 10R2 will be removed and currently states: “If the Award type is DO, and the referenced IDV is a Multi-Award IDC and Extent Competed is “Follow on to Competed Action,” “Not Available for Competition” or “Not Competed,” then the Statutory Exceptions to Fair Opportunity must have a value.”

	Problem:  An award document with modifications 1 and 2 were originally awarded in FY 2004. The "Competitive Procedures/Reason Not Competed" field was coded as "Small Business Set-Aside.”  The FPDS screen was changed in FY 2005 to accommodate additional competition fields. Modifications 3 and 4 to this PIID were awarded in FY 2005. However, the "Small Business Set-Aside" designation became "Full and Open Competition" in the new "Extent Competed" field. In addition, there was no indication in the new "Type of Set-Aside" field on these FY 2005 modifications that this is a Small Business Set-Aside even though there is a "Small Business Set-Aside" choice.  The conversion of the old competition data elements to the new competition data elements failed in this case.

Solution:  No software correction will be completed for this problem since the software is working properly in all testing.  A script will be written to correct the data for these documents where the “Type of Set Aside” column is missing a value.

	Problem: FPDS-NG is throwing a validation error “Invalid Place of Performance code” when validating a modification document.  If the created date on the base document is “01/01/2005” and the end date for the Place of Performance code is “02/01/2005,” the Place of Performance code is accepted as a valid code. If we create a modification to the base document on “03/01/2005,” the prepared date on the modification document is “03/01/2005,” the Place of Performance code is currently considered invalid.

Solution: If the Place of Performance code is valid for the base document, it is valid for the life of the contract irrespective of the end date on the Place of Performance code.  When a modification to a contract is completed, FPDS-NG will not perform the referential data validation on the Place of Performance code and Country of Product Origin code because the Place of Performance code and Country of Product Origin code are obtained from the base document.

	Problem:  For all award and IDV document types, users can select or enter a product/service code that is a parent product/service code meaning that the code is shorter then four characters in length.   This is not correct since only valid product/service codes with a length of four characters should be accepted.  This problem exists for the NAICS codes as well.  The proper length for a valid NAICS code is six characters.  
Solution:  Accept only product/service codes that are valid and four characters in length.  FPDS-NG should accept only NAICS codes that are valid and six characters in length.  When correcting an existing base document that currently has a parent code selected for the product/service code or the NAICS code FPDS-NG will require users to fix these improper values.  Correcting the product/service code or NAICS code on a base document will populate the changes to all modifications.

	Problem: Integrating systems that use the “get” business service to retrieve award or IDV documents that exist with an error status are receiving an extra element in the response XML.   The XML tag <transactionSource> under <transactionInformation> is returned in the response XML from the “get” business service.   This XML element should not be returned. The contract writing systems or integrating systems that parse the response XML for the “get” business service may encounter error when attempting to parse the response XML.

Example: USERID exists for FPDSUSER and FPDSUSER1.   When FPDSUSER logs into FPDS-NG, the inbox will show both users documents and templates.
