For all  services (Web portal, GUI or Web Services), FPDS-NG must display the validation rule if the User selects ‘Very Small Business Set Aside’ value for ‘Type of Set Aside’ and date signed on the contract is October 1, 2000 or later 

Solution: Rule 10N18 must be modified to match the expiration date of ‘Very Small Business Set Aside.
Rule 10N18, If the Type of Set Aside = “Very Small Business Set-Aside,” and Date Signed is September 30, 2000 or prior than the Contracting Officer’s Determination of Business Size must be “Small Business.”  Mapping elements for Very Small Business Set Aside (VSB) will not be done.

Data Dictionary: The data Dictionary will be updated with the expiration date (September 30, 2000) for Very Small Business Set Aside value.

If Type of Set Aside is "Small Business Set Aside-Total", "Small Business Set Aside-Partial", "HBCU or MI Set Aside-Total", "HBCU or MI Set Aside- Partial", "Very Small Business Set Aside", "Emerging Small Business Set Aside" , "HUBZone Set Aside", "Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business Set Aside", "8(a) Competed", "Buy Indian", "8(a) with Hub Zone" then Extent Competed must be "Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources".

Rule 10A15 states:

If Award Type is a Delivery Order and the Referenced IDV is a multiple Award IDV, then Extent Competed must be Non Competitive Delivery Order or Competitive Delivery Order.

If the Type of set Aside fields selected is anything other than ‘No set Aside Used’ for a Delivery Order referencing a Multiple Award IDV, then FPDS-NG restricts the User to select extent completed as "Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources" as per Rule 10N02 and ‘Competitive or Non-Competitive Delivery Order’ as per Rule 10A15

Solution:  If the Award Type is a Delivery Order and the Referenced IDV is a multiple Award IDV (FSS, GWAC, Multiple Award IDC), then the Extent Competed field must be a Non Competitive Delivery Order or Competitive Delivery Order and the Type of Set Aside must be ‘No Set Aside Used

	Problem: Award and IDV documents in FPDS-NG that are in draft or error status need to be removed from the FPDS-NG system on a regular basis.  To facilitate this procedure, a message created in FPDS-NG is sent to system administrators to notify them of records that will be deleted.  An automated process in FPDS-NG deletes documents in draft and error status older than a specified number of days.  Each agency will be able to specify the number of days to keep documents in error and draft status.
Solution: The FPDS-NG agency administrator will receive two emails on the 1st and 15th of each month.  The first email will contain an attachment with a listing of documents in error and draft status that are older then the specified number of days to keep errored and draft documents.   If you do not want any of these documents deleted, you must fix or finalize these records, prior to the specified deletion date.  The second email will contain information on draft and error documents deleted from FPDS-NG.  All documents deleted from FPDS-NG by this automatic daily process are saved in the FPDS-NG audit log. 

Note:  Since we are so close to the end of the Fiscal Year, which is a very busy time in the contracting community, this enhancement to the FPDS-NG software will not be activated in FPDS-NG Production until November 10, 2006.
