	Problem: FPDS-NG rule 2A02 states ‘Date Signed cannot be later than today’s date.’  Rule 2A02 is being implemented using US Eastern time zone. 

When contracts are reported in FPDS-NG from time zones that are a day ahead of the US time zone, ex. Japan, the Date Signed is considered a future date by FPDS-NG.  The DoD contract writing system sends the date signed based upon the local time of their server and the user does not have access to change this information.  
Solution: If the Country Code of the Contracting office is not USA, the rule will be relaxed, and the user can enter the Date Signed field of US Eastern time + 24 hours.  If the Country Code of the Contracting office is USA, the rule 2A02 will not change. 

The fix is applicable for DoD and Civilian agencies and for all Award and IDV types.

	For DoD records, the NAICS code is populated from the Delivery/Task Order by the referenced IDV.  If a referenced IDV has an older NAICS code that is no longer valid that is populated on a DO an error message occurs during validation. The NAICS is validated against the date signed on the DO not the Referenced IDV and the error message reads ‘NAICS is invalid’.  The NAICS code can not be manually corrected because this field is populated by the Ref IDV and is not available to the user.

Solution: The following fields that pull from IDV into the DO for DoD will have the validation relaxed for the date signed rule:

· Competition
· 8G NAICS

· 8L Recovered Materials Clause

· 11B Subcontracting Plan

A similar fix is being done for Competition block as part of DoD-267.

	Problem: When trying to de-obligate dollars by creating a Mod document where the base document has been migrated in to FPDS-NG for DoD and the dollar fields are zero the following error messages displays.

The sum of the "Change in Base and All Options Value" for a given Award/IDV must be greater than or equal to 0. The "Change in Base and Exercised Options Value" must be greater than or equal to $0.00 for an award.

Analysis:

The amounts on the dollar fields on the Contract Writing System side (both base and modification) have the dollars values of for the contract but in FPDS-NG, the dollar fields on the base document have been migrated as zeroes. 

Solution: Since the contract is ending and there are dollars available for the contract, the user needs to de-obligate the dollars by creating a Mod document. The rules ‘The sum of the "Change in Base and All Options Value" for a given Award/IDV must be greater than or equal to 0’ and ‘The "Change in Base and Exercised Options Value" must be greater than or equal to $0.00 for an award.’ Will not fire when the base is a Migrated document.  A warning message will display when the dollar value is stripped off.  The warning message should read as: Please correct the Base document for ‘Base And Exercised Options Value’ and ‘Base And All Options Value’. Values on Modification contract for ‘Base And Exercised Options Value’ and ‘Base And All Options Value’ have been ignored.

	Problem: DOD rule 11B01 is misfiring for vendor place of performance in US forcing the user to select sub contracting plan as ‘not required’

· DOD 11B01: If Vendor business type is not business (Not a Non-profit, MI, Federal Government, State Government, Local Government, Tribal Government , HBCU) or the vendor country code is outside of U.S then subcontracting plan must be 'Not Required'

Solution: The rule needs to be deleted, as there is a common rule under Subcontracting Plan that reads: 11B05A: If Principal Place of Performance does not indicate US, and then Subcontracting Plan must be "Not Required".

This rule is already marked and applies to DoD and covers all cases for DoD, therefore, the DoD specific rule 11B01 will be deleted.
