	Problem:  When creating an award or IDV for the Department of Defense the extent competed column is blank.  For all Department of Defense users the extent competed column is a derived value and is not editable on the screen.  These records that do not derive an extent competed value have a date signed prior to fiscal year 2004.  Users cannot enter a value in the extent completed column because the column is not editable.  

Solution: The current derivations for extent competed will be applied to contracts with date signed prior to FY04.

	Problem:  IDC’s exist in FPDS-NG with an empty value for the Single/Multiple column in FPDS-NG.  This occurs because this value is not required for documents prior to fiscal year 2004.  However the extent competed derivations are based on whether the IDC is a single or multiple document. 

Solution: The mandatory validation rule requiring a value for multiple and single award IDC will be applied for documents with a date signed of fiscal year 2004 and earlier.

	Problem: The Department of Defense has specific validation rules that fire and apply to all records in FPDS-NG.  One rule was found to be missing that allowed for an invalided combination to exist in the system for competition information.  This invalided combination caused records to exist without the extent competed value because it could not derive the proper value.  The invalid combination for competition information occurred when the Solicitation Procedure was “Negotiated Proposal, Sealed Bid or Two Step and any setaside was selected and any reason not completed was selected.   Since this is an invalid combination, no extent completed was being derived. 

Solution: Validation rule 10N07 will be modified so that this invalid combination cannot be used on award or IDV records in the future.  A data corrected was also completed to correct the data as per DoDs instruction.

	Problem:  The extent competed value is not getting propagated to modifications from its base document in certain cases.  This occurs when an invalid combination of solicitation procedures, type of set aside and reason not competed exists on the base document.  The software was corrected to pull these values from its base document, even if the base documents combination is invalided.  GCE found that migrated documents contain many invalided combinations. 

Solution:  These values will be propagated to the modifications from the base, even if the combination is invalid.

	Problem: Several DoD delivery orders that reference a Multiple Award IDC were found to contain a blank (null) value in the 'Statutory Exception to Fair Opportunity' column.  The FPDS-NG software will be corrected to ensure that there will not be blank value for all new IDV contracts entered into FPDS-NG.  If the IDV’s is corrected and the value is changed from a single award to a multiple award, then the delivery orders referencing the updated IDVs will contain a null value in the ‘Statutory Exception to Fair Opportunity” column.  

Solution: There is no solution to this problem because there is no automatic way to select a value for delivery orders that now reference a multiple award.   A data correction was completed to update the 'Statutory Exception to Fair Opportunity’ value on migrated records based on the DD350 record.

The existing validation rule DOD2C02 states ‘Current Completion Date cannot be earlier than the Date Signed on the base document”.  When creating a base delivery orders or BPA call (modification 0), the base document is the referenced IDV.  The rule will be changed for base delivery orders and BPA calls to use the date signed of the referenced IDV for validation to fire the rule.  

The existing validation rule DOD2B01 states, ‘Effective Date cannot be earlier than the Date Signed on the base document”.   When creating a base delivery orders or BPA call (modification 0), the base document is the referenced IDV.
