	Problem: FPDS-NG currently requires all documents to have unique keys, which include Agency Code, PIID (Procurement Instrument Identifier), Modification Number, Transaction Number, Referenced Agency Code, and Referenced IDV PIID. FPDS-NG requires the Procurement Instrument Identifier (PIID) be unique in the system. FPDS-NG will be enforcing PIID prefixes provided by each agency. See Appendix A for a listing of agencies’ prefixes currently assigned.
System enhancements are required to enforce the uniqueness of:

· The combination of the six fields listed above (existing functionality)

· The PIID itself and in case of Delivery Orders and BPA Calls, the combination of PIID and referenced PIID (enhanced functionality)
For Civilian Agencies
For IDVs, Purchase Orders, and Definitive Contracts, FPDS-NG requires the agency-specific PIID prefix to be included in the PIID.  For Delivery Orders and BPA Calls that reference an IDV that is available for multiple agency use (including all GWAC, all FSS, and those IDC and BPA with Who Can Use set to a value other than Only My Agency), FPDS-NG requires the agency-specific PIID prefix to be included in the PIID of the Delivery Order or BPA Call.  For Delivery Orders and BPA Calls that reference an IDV that is not available for multiple agency use, FPDS-NG does not require the agency specific PIID prefix to be included in the PIID. However, specific agencies may require the inclusion of the PIID prefix in this case, and may elect for FPDS-NG to enforce this.

For DoD
For IDVs, Purchase Orders, Definitive Contracts, and Delivery Orders or BPA Calls against other agencies’ contracts, DoD will use the DoDAAC of the Contracting Office as the PIID prefix.  For Delivery Orders or BPA Calls against its own contracts, DoD will not use any agency specific prefix.

Solution: The PIID validation rules will be updated as follows: 

All IDV records will use the agency prefix assigned in the agency prefix table and must be a unique PIID. All award records will use the agency prefix assigned for Definitive Contracts and Purchase Orders and any Delivery Order and BPA Call where the contract (IDV) is a Multi-Agency Contract. In addition, the PIID must be unique in combination with the referenced IDV PIID (contract number).  If an agency prefix does not exist for an agency, the PIID for these types of awards must be unique in combination with the referenced IDV and the PIID cannot use a prefix for any other agency. If the award record is a Delivery Order and the referenced IDV is for the agency only or a BPA, the prefix validation will not be required, but the PIID must be unique in combination with the referenced IDV PIID (contract number).
The Contracting Office Agency Codes will be updated as follows:
In all cases, the Contracting Office Agency Code and Contracting Office Code, upon validation, must be a valid combination of codes found in the Government Office table; Is A Contracting Office selected, and enabled as of the date signed of the transaction.  
Contracting agency code is required on initial save and is used to validate the PIID prefix.  Once a document is created in FPDS-NG the contracting agency code is no longer editable for the document.

	Problem:  If Type of Set Aside is Emerging Small Business, then the Ultimate Contract Value must be less than or equal to $25,000. When the contract is for Architectural or Engineering services, the value is less than or equal to $50.000. 19.1002 Definitions. "Emerging small business," as used in this subpart, means a small business concern whose size is no greater than 50 percent of the numerical size standard applicable to the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code assigned to a contracting opportunity. "Emerging small business reserve amount," for the designated groups described in 19.1005, means a threshold established by the Office of Federal Procurement Policy of:
(1) $25,000 for construction, refuse systems and related services, non-nuclear ship repair, landscaping and pest control services and (2) $50,000 for architectural and engineering services. 
Rules as per the Validation Rules Document: Rules 3A07 - If Type of Set Aside = Very Small Business Set-Aside, then the Ultimate Contract Value must be less than or equal to $50,000. Rule 3A08 - If Type of Set Aside = Emerging Small Business Set-Aside, then the Ultimate Contract Value must be less than or equal to $25,000 for construction, refuse systems and related services and non-nuclear ship repair and $50,000 for architectural and engineering services per FAR 19.1002. 

Solution: Rule 3A08 fires as follows: If Type of Set Aside is Emerging Small Business Set Aside, then the Ultimate Contract Value must be less than or equal to $25,000" 

Rule 3A08 is not coded to include the two categories of services. The rule should be split into two: 

Rule 3A08A: If Type of Set Aside = Emerging Small Business Set-Aside, then the Ultimate Contract Value must be less than or equal to $25,000 for construction, refuse systems and related services. Rule 3A08B: If Type of Set Aside = Emerging Small Business Set-Aside, then the Ultimate Contract Value must be less than or equal $50,000 for architectural and engineering services. FAR 19.1005 list the NAICS and PSC codes.

· Rule 5A02 from the validation document says "If Who Can Use = "Only My Agency," can be blank."

Application does not have rule 5H02 and Rule 5A02 says "The "Web Site URL or Ordering Procedures" should have a value unless "Who Can Use" value is "Only My Agency." 	There is a discrepancy in the Data Dictionary values listed for Element 6A - Type of Contract (Type of Contract Pricing) and the FPDS-NG system.   

The Data Dictionary is showing 16 values for data element 6A (Type of contract) for all document types of Award and IDVs. Awards have 15 valid values: 2, 3, A, B, J, K, L, M, R, S, T, U, V, Y, Z and IDVs have  14 valid values: 1, A, B, J, K, L, M, R, S, T, U, V, Y, Z.

FPDS is accepting invalid values for data element 6A for Awards and IDVs when the data is submitting through business services.

For example, 2 and 3 are not valid values for IDVs  and ‘1’ is not valid value for Award but system is accepting these values and able to approve the documents successfully through Business Services.  From web portal if we open these documents, value for ‘Type of Contract’ is set to ‘select one’.

Phase 1 of the Informatica implementation will include installing the infrastructure. Once this service pack has been installed into production, a thorough load testing of the Informatica infrastructure will be performed. This completion date for this task is to be announced. Once this testing has completed, the following changes will also be available:
· Enhancements to the Contractor Search and Federal Contract Actions and Dollars standard reports.
· Both reports will display results government wide but will have the capability to drill down to the department, agency, or lower levels.
· Ability to add/remove columns and calculate values.

· Ability to add/modify/display charts for the report.
These two new reports and other new features are currently only available for the Internet Explorer browser.

** Phase I is the Pilot Program for the new Informatica reports rollout.  This Pilot Program does not contain Section 508 compliant reports (Contractor Search and Federal Actions and Dollars).
