	Problem: A Contract Writing System that is using 1.2 in FPDS-NG had the following validation error occur when sending a Delivery Task Order with a referenced IDV that is not a multiple award.
If Type of Set Aside is Small Business Set-Aside, Small Business Set-Aside -- Partial, SDB Set-Aside, HBCU Total, HBCU Partial, Very Small Business, Emerging Small Business, HUBZone Set-Aside or Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business Set-Aside then Extent Competed must be "Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources" 
The validation error would make sense for an IDV record. If one of the small business set-asides was selected, then the extent competed should be "Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources". 
However, this error is occurring on a delivery order under a single award IDV, so the order itself was not competed. The extent competed should be "Non-Competitive Delivery Order", not "Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources". 
Solution: GSA has reviewed the issue and has verified that the rule should include Non-Competitive Delivery Order as well.

Rule 10N02 states: If Type of Set Aside is Small Business Set-Aside, Small Business Set-Aside -- Partial, SDB Set-Aside, HBCU Total, HBCU Partial, Very Small Business, Emerging Small Business, HUBZone Set-Aside or Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business Set-Aside then Extent Competed must be "Full and Open Competition after Exclusion of Sources" 
GSA confirmed that Extent Competed can include Non-Competitive Delivery Order as well. FPDS-NG will change the validation rule to allow the Non-Competitive Delivery Order to pass the validation rules.

	Problem:  A Validation rule fires for a PO less than $25K when Not Competed or Not Competed under SAT is selected for extent completed. The user gets the following error message: "If Extent Competed is "Not Competed" or "Not Competed Under SAT" then Number of Offers Received must be one."

	Problem: The Place of performance ZIP Code column is not available in versions 1.0 and 1.1.  If a version 1.0 or 1.1 document exists with a zip code value, when creating a modification to that base document in version 1.2 an error is generated upon validating the modification that statues:  The value "358121000" for Data Element "Place of Performance ZIP Code" is invalid.
Solution: FPDS-NG will allow modifications of version 1.2 to be created using base documents from version 1.0 and 1.1 not require the user to enter information in the ZIP code information, as it should pull from the base and not cause any errors.

	Problem: When a modification document is in error status and the user sends a correction through their contract writing system to FPDS-NG the modification document is not merged properly with the base document. Due to this problem, the modification document remains in error status after corrections are sent to fix the problem(s). This only occurs when the user is sending the information through a contract writing system and only modifications documents are affected.

	Problem:  When de-obligating funds on an IDV document when competitive procedures has a value of Very Small Business Set Aside selected there are two error message that are displayed and the user is unable to approve the IDV.   For all types of IDVs, if an amount, greater than the total obligated amount is de-obligated, the system displays the following rule.

3C05.
The sum of the "Change in Base and All Options Value" for a given Award/IDV must be greater than or equal to 0.
The problem is that Use 3A05 is also getting displayed as a validation error stating: The "Change in Base and All Options Value" must be less than or equal to $50,000 when the "Competitive Procedures selected is "Very Small Business Set Aside."

Solution: Since rules 3A05 and 3C05 are both getting generated when we de-obligate amounts greater than that on the original transaction. FPDS-NG will remove validation rule 3A05.  The validation document will also be updated.

	Performance Based Service Acquisition Report for Fiscal Year 2005 and newer will be changed to contain the following exceptions:

All contracts given to foreign government or international organizations or departments should be excluded. 


PSC code can not be all numeric. The first character of the PSC code for an award cannot begin with a number (0-9) but must be a character field, but PSC Codes for the following services must be excluded:


a)Architect/Engineering (A/E)( PSC Code beginning with "C","S1","Y") 
b)Research and Development to include Basic Research (PSC Code starting with A and ending with 1, like A**1)
c)Applied Research (PSC Code starting with A and ending with 2, like A**2)
d)Advanced Technology Development (PSC Code starting with A and ending with 3, like A**3)
e)Demonstration and Validation (PSC Code starting with A and ending with 4, like A**4)
f)Engineering and Manufacturing Development (PSC Code starting with A and ending with 5, like A**5)
g)Professional Medical Services (PSC Codes starting from Q501 to Q527)
h)Tuition, Registration & Membership Fees (PSC Code of U005)\

NAICS must not being with "233" (except for 233110), 234","236",’237"(except for 237210)

  

Awards awarded to UNICOR should be excluded.


Dollars should be less than $25,000,000 if and only if Type of Contract Pricing code selected is "Fixed Price"(K) or "Fixed Price with Economic Price Adjustment"(J) and Commercial Item Acquisition must be selected as "Yes".
Two new section will also be added to this report as follows:

“Performance Based Acquisition of Commercial Services”

The total actions and total dollars for this section must be retrieved based on the above mentioned exclusions for FY05 report AND

Performance Based Service Acquisition (PERFORM_BASED_SERVICE_CONTRACT = Y) AND

Commercial Item Acquisition (COMMERCIAL_ITEM_ACQUISITION = Y)

This section should be displaying total actions, total dollars and percentage for the following subcategories:

· Category I - Type of contract pricing is either “Fixed Price” or “Fixed Price with Economic Price Adjustment” (TYPE_OF_CONTRACT_PRICING = ‘K’ or ‘J’)

AND


Sum of Ultimate contract Value or Sum of Dollars Obligated is less than or equal to $25,000,000.00 

AND


Date Signed is less than or equal to November 24, 2013 and greater than or equal to October 1, 2004

· Category II – Records that do not fall under Category I

“Non-Goaled Performance Based Acquisition”

All the exclusions mentioned above apply to this section, with an exception in the PSC Exclusions.

PSC Exclusions stated above are: Codes starting with a digit, C%, Y%, S1%, 'Q501' through 'Q527', 'U005' and A**1 through A**5.

This section excludes ONLY the PSC Codes starting with a digit, C%, Y% and S1%, but includes the PSC Codes, 'Q501' through 'Q527',  'U005' and A**1 through A**5.

Hence, the total actions and total dollars for this section must be retrieved based on the above mentioned exclusions and on certain PSC Codes when:

Performance Based Service Acquisition, PERFORM_BASED_SERVICE_CONTRACT = Y AND 

PSC is R&D, Medical Professional, Tuition/Registration/Membership Fees

(PRODUCT_OR_SERVICE_CODE = A**1 through A**5, Q501 through Q527, U005) 
Performance Based Service Acquisition Report for Fiscal Year 2004 and older will be changed to contain the following exceptions:
i) All contracts given to foreign government or international organizations or departments should be excluded. 

ii) PSC code can not be all numeric. The first character of the PSC code for an award cannot begin with a number (0-9) but must be a character field, but PSC Codes for Architect/Engineering (A/E) ( PSC Code beginning with "C","S1","Y") should be excluded ( for FY2001 only "C" and 'S1" will be excluded).
iii) NAICS must not being with "233" (except for 233110), "234","236",’237"(except for 237210)
Awards awarded to UNICOR should be excluded.
