	Problem: When validating DUNS number for Vendors that are not required to register in CCR through Dun & Bradstreet an error occurs in FPDS-NG.  This error is due to the country codes in D & B not matching the country codes in FPDS-NG.  The problem exists because D&B uses ISO country codes for their representation and our system uses FIPS 55 codes.  This causes the country name to be populated wrong or as “undefined” for certain foreign vendors like Germany, Japan etc.

Solution: When the user selects the CCR Exception and enters a DUNS Number for a foreign vendor the 2-character ISO code returned by D & B must map to the 2 character FIPS 55 code used in FPDSNG.  
The corresponding country name derived for the above country code (FIPS 55 code in FPDS-NG) will then populate on the screen.  This functionality only works upon approval when the JavaScript is turned on for the browser.

I addition, some Awards/IDVs reported with a CCR Exception for foreign vendors and approved in FPDS-NG after March 31st have incorrect country names for the country codes on the Award/IDV.  These documents need correcting with a data fix script to derive the correct country name for that country code by verifying the data against the Mapping from a 2-character ISO code and a 2-character FIPS 55 country code.

	Problem: Users from any Department/Agency are able to create, modify, and correct Federal Supply Schedules (FSS) in FPDS-NG. All Users are allowed to view documents in FPDS-NG including FSS documents. However, the department that originally created the document in FPDS-NG is supposed to be the only ones allowed to do modifications and corrections. 
Solution: Currently, FPDS-NG privileges are designed to allow creation of documents at the Award/IDV level.  If the user has permission to create an IDV then they are able to create all kinds of IDVs including FSS. This is same with modify and correct privileges too. 

To correct this the system must not allow other agencies to Create, Update, Validate, Approve, Correct and Modify  IDV type ‘FSS’ through any services (WP,BS,GS,FB) except GSA/FSS & VA.

If the document is created, Updated, Validated, Approved, Corrected or Modified by other agencies through Business services (except GSA/FSS & VA), FPDS-NG must not save IDV type ‘FSS’ document and must fire the following valid error message.

Error Message: IDV type ‘FSS’ can only be created by ‘GSA/FSS’ or ‘VA’

The web portal access for the IDV type ‘FSS’ must be grayed for all agencies except GSA/FSS and VA.

	Problem: FPDS-NG corrects invalid Agency ID tags by using the following

When the agency ID tag is:

· Blank and the PIID tag contains dashes, the system puts the correct agency code and removes the dashes in the PIID.  

· Blank and the PIID tag does not contain dashes, FPDS-NG inputs the correct agency code.  

· Invalid and the PIID tag does not contain dashes, the system corrects the agency code. 

However, when and agency ID tag is invalid and the PIID tag contains dashes, FPDS-NG is supposed to correct the agency code and remove the dashes from the PIID.  Instead, it is returning a message that the document does not exist.

Solution: When an incorrect agency ID and hyphens in the PIID are provided in the request XML for the ‘referenced IDV ID’ tag, FPDS-NG will correct the agency code and strip the hyphens off. 
This functionality should apply to all the versions (1.0/1.1/1.2), all the document types and the applicable APIs.

	Problem: The FPDS-NG report views have some columns that do not match the filters created in Adhoc.  FPDS-NG allows the user to generate a report using Award and IDVs on the same query.  A few of the columns collect the data differently.

For example, in Awards the Contracting Officer’s Business Size Determination is decoded as ‘SMALL’ for ‘S’ and ‘OTHER’ for ‘O’.  In the IDVs the contracting Officer’s Business Size Determination has values of ‘S’ and ‘O’ (these values are not decoded).  ‘
Solution: Informatica Adhoc reports will retrieve all document types of Awards and IDVs based on query and filters.  The Award and IDV view columns will remain consistent with column descriptions and codes (if applicable).

For example, The reports must retrieve both Awards and IDVs if Contracting Officer’s Business Size Determination is ‘SMALL’ or ‘OTHER’.
