	Problem: The extent competed column for Mod documents is taken from the base document.  When a modification is created on version 1.2 against a base document that was created on version 1.1 or 1.0 and the base document contains an "A" in the extent competed column.  This means “Competed Action” for software version 1.1 and 1.0.  When the "A" value (Completed Action) is taken from the base and placed on the modification it means “Full and Open Competition”.  Since this information is not the correct value, the following must be done.

Solution: If the version number changes, from the base to the Mod document the mapping needs to be set to "A" in extent competed from a base document to a 'CDO' for the modification document to retain the correct value.  The extent competed values for version 1.0 and 1.1 Code Description are as follows: 

A Competed Action 

B Not Available for Competition 

C Not Competed 

For Modification document, Extent Competed is a derived field from the Base document. 

Currently for 1.0/1.1 base documents, Extent Competed may have a field ‘Competitive DO’.  If a version 1.2 Mod document is created, the Extent Competed field derived from the base is ‘Competitive DO’. 

For the Base DO (Modification number = ‘0’, award type = ‘C’), the version of the DO is 1.0/1.1 and the Extent Competed is ‘A’, then the 1.2 Modification document should have Extent Competed = ‘CDO’.

For the Base DO (Modification number = ‘0’, award type = ‘C’), the version of the DO is 1.0/1.1 and the Extent Competed is ‘C’, then the 1.2 Modification document should have Extent Competed = ‘NDO’.

	Problem: Dunn and Bradstreet (DnB) has a system called a Mod-10 check to verify the DUNS number generation process when issuing a DUNS number.  The ninth digit of the DUNS Number is referred to as a “check digit,” which is mathematically related to the other digits.  The check digit is an older process that helps DnB to ensure the numeric integrity of the DUNS numbers.

Due to intense focus on tracking new and emerging businesses, the demand for DUNS numbers has increased dramatically.  To insure an adequate supply of DUNS numbers, DnB is now changing the way the DUNS numbers is generated.  By removing the check digit, DnB will increase the inventory of DUNS Numbers available for assignment by 800 million.

Solution: Since DnB is removing the Mod-10 check when creating the DUNS numbers, the process for Mod-10 check will be eliminated form the process FPDS-NG uses when CCR exception is valid and the DUNS number is verified with DnB.  

FPDS_NG will not check for Mod 10 before requesting the DUNS number from D&B and will not fire a rule if DUNS Number with Mod 10 check is processed.
