	Problem: The Department of Defense is unable to modify some DoDAAC’s in FPDS-NG because the address, city, state and/or zip code is empty.  Since these values are loaded from the FEDREG, the particular columns are not editable.  When attempting to edit the records in FDPS-NG a validation rules firing these columns because they are mandatory.    
Solution: DODAAC validation rules will be suppressed and will no longer fire when updating a DODAAC, if the address information is empty from the FEDREG load.
