	FPDS-NG will be adding two new values for the Reason for Modification data element.  The new values will allow for an administrative address and DUNS number changes on the contract. 

The two new values are as follows:

· Vendor DUNS Change (V)

· Vendor Address Change (W) 

If the “Vendor Address Change” value is selected as the Reason for Modification then the vendor name and address information will be updated from CCR or DNB.  The socio economic values will not be updated.  

If the “Vendor DUNS Change” value is selected as the Reason for Modification then the system will allow the user to select a new DUNS number for the contract.  Once selected the vendor name and address information will be updated from CCR or DNB.  The socio economic values will not be updated.

	In FPDS-NG Service Pack V1.3RR1 the place of performance functionary was changed to remove the use of the outdated FIPS-55 location codes.  The new functionality for version 1.2 and 1.3 was implemented as follows: 

1. Disabled and made the Location Code ‘Not Applicable’ for both V 1.2 and V 1.3 contracts

2. Derived the Place of Performance (PoP) elements including State, County, Congressional District when the PoP country is United States using the 9 digit Zip Code

3. The 9 digit Zip Code derives all the Place of Performance (PoP) elements like State, County, Congressional District when the PoP country is United States

4. Mandatory rule on the 9 digit Zip Code continues to fire when the PoP country is United States

5. PoP country to be selected when the PoP country is not United States

This change was revered for version 1.2 and the FIPS-55 location codes will be required again for version 1.2 award record types.
