Change Descriptions

1.7 Business Functionality

This change corrects a problem for Version 1.0 integrators. Version 1.1 integrators will see no impact.

	Description

	FPDSNG-47
	Unable to correct a prior 2004 fiscal year IDV by changing the amount; the user received the following error and could not save changes: “The value ‘1045’ for Data Element ‘Product or Service Code’ is invalid.” 
Steps:

1) Open a prior 2004 document.
2) Update the amount column.
3) Click the save button.

4) Results – Receive validation error message: “The value ‘1045’ for Data Element ‘Product or Service Code’ is invalid.”
Since the save performed a validation for the product or service code and the product or service code had a beginning date that was later than the date for the document, the validation error occurred.   

FPDS-NG Correction:

A script was written to update the beginning dates for the product and services codes to reflect the earliest date that the product or service code was used in FPDS-NG on a document. 

	FPDSNG-50
	When creating a Delivery Order or Task Order against an IDV, the vendor information is populated from the base IDV.  For an IDV that contains a CCR exception, the vendor information is not populating completely.  The only values that are populated from the IDV are the CCR exception value and the country; the remaining vendor data does not populate.
Steps:

1) Create an IDV using a CCR exception to populate the vendor information.

2) Approve the IDV.

3) Create a Delivery Order against this IDV. 

4) The vendor information on the Delivery Order is not populated.

FPDS-NG Correction:

When creating a Delivery Order against an IDV containing CCR exception data, all vendor information is pulled from the referenced IDV to the Delivery Order.


1.8 Validation Rules

This change does not impact integrators.

	Description

	FPDSNG-89
	Unable to validate/approve an IDV or Award document when selecting SDB Set Aside as the competitive procedure.   

Steps:
1) Open Award Screen.
2) Select the ellipses (three dotted) button for competitive procedure.
3) Select the “SDB Set Aside” from the list. 

4) Enter the PIID and other required data.
5) Click Save.
6) Results – The screen changes the text in competitive procedures to “8AC.”
7) Click Approve or Validate.
8) Receive validation error message that states “invalid competitive procedure.”

	FPDSNG-651
	Unable to modify an IDV that is prior to fiscal year 2004 if the modification date is also prior to fiscal year 2004.

Steps:

1) Create a modification against an IDV document that is a prior 2004 fiscal year document.
2) Update information.

3) Update date signed to a date prior to fiscal year 2004. 
4) Click Approve for the modification.
5) Results – User is prompted to enter subcontracting plan and other information that was not required on the base. 
FPDS-NG Correction:

For modifications created against a prior 2004 fiscal year IDV document where the date signed is also a prior 2004 fiscal year, the validation rules that would normally fire for all 2004 documents will now be ignored.

	FPDSNG-667
	Correction to Performance-Based Service Contract Rule number 6F3 and 6F4.  As per the data validation documents, the validation rule number 6F3 states: 

If Product or Service Code is numeric or begins with C, S1, or Y (This is a contract for services and 80% or more of the requirement is specified as a performance requirement), then Performance-Based Service Contract must = N (This is a contract for services and less than 80% of the requirement is specified as a performance requirement). 

This rule has changed to the following: 

If Product or Service Code is numeric or begins with C, S1, or Y or is a numeric value, then Performance-Based Service Contract is Not Applicable. 

If the Performance-Based Service Contract is any value other than Not Applicable, then the NAICS must not begin with 233, 234, 236, or 237 except 233110 and 237210. 

As per the data validation documents, the validation rule number 6F4 states: 

If a DUNS Number represents Federal Prison Industries, i.e., UNICOR, then Performance-Based Service Contract must = N. 

This rule as changed to the following:


If a DUNS Number represents Federal Prison Industries, i.e., UNICOR, then Performance-Based Service Contract must equal Not Applicable.

	FPDSNG-93
	Currently, the date validation for report criteria screens does not take into consideration the fact that the user entered a ridiculous year in either the From Date and/or To Date, e.g. 1/1/1400. 

FPDS-NG Correction:

When dates are entered into the report criteria screen, FPDS-NG will validate and show an error if the year in the search criteria is less than 1979.


1.9 Report Additions and Changes

	Description

	FPDSHD-2473
	A new report has been created that contains information on the Top 25 NAICS By Agency.  This report will be available for all government agencies to search for their own top 25 NAICS Industries. 
Accordingly, like other reports within the FPDS system, this new report will allow a user to enter an Agency ID and date range (up to 1 fiscal year) for any Federal Department and return the Top 25 NAICS industries for that department.

	FPDSNG-173
	Reports for public users are missing the date format and the titles.  
Steps:

1) Log into FPDS-NG as a public user.

2) Select My Reports.

3) Select a report.
4) Click Add to Our Cart.
5) Clicked Check Out.
6) Click the Alter Search Criteria link.
7) Results – The date fields are missing the date format and the titles. 
FPDS-NG Correction:

The criteria screen for public reports have been modified to contain the date format and the titles. 

	FPDSNG-78
	The deletion date has been removed from the Draft/Error Status Report.

	FPDSNG-617
	The public user can bypass the process of buying a report and add government reports into his/her inbox by directly typing the government report URL.
Steps:

1) Log into FPDS-NG as a public user.

2) Type the government users’ report URL: https://www.fpds.gov/Reports/manage/jsp/reportCart.jsp
FPDS-NG Correction: 
When opening the government report pages a check is performed to verify that the user is a government user.  If the user is a public user they will be directed to the appropriate public report page. 
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
