Change Descriptions

1.7 Business Functionality Changes
1.7.1 Award PIID Change

In the current version of FPDS-NG, the system requires the PIID to be the unique identifier. The new change requires the combination of the PIID and the referenced PIID to be the unique identifier. The change will impact Delivery/Task Orders and BPA Calls only. 

For example, if a Delivery Order has a referenced PIID “GS35F00034,” the PIID (delivery order number) can be “A0001” in version 1.2. The user can then create another document where the PIID (delivery order number) is “A0001” and the referenced PIID is “GS35F00035.”  In versions 1.0 and 1.1, the system would not have allowed the second delivery order number.
1.7.2 Express Reporting – Add the Number of Actions Data Element

DoD and State buy products for resale. Orders for merchandise are generated by the inventory system. As products are sold, the inventory system generates a reorder automatically and sends it to the vendor. The orders are combined into one Delivery Order. A data element is required to track the number of actions combined in one of these delivery orders. This is called Express Reporting.
1.7.3 Multiple Reporting – Different Types of Money Reported

DoD awards may have two types of money that need to be tracked on one order. In order to handle this situation, the transaction number already in the FPDS-NG database will be used. The transaction number is three digits. The transaction number does not have to be shown on reports. For example, DoD issues contracts with FMS and non-FMS money. A transaction would be entered into FPDS-NG with the same contract number and mod number but each would have a different transaction number.

1.7.4 Open the Last Date to Order Column on Modification

The "last date to order" column for IDVs is now editable when creating a contract modification.
