Version 1.4 
 
Version 1.4 is scheduled to be implemented Feb. 28, 2010.  This new version includes: 
 
- The Treasury Account Symbol data element. Required for all civilian agencies for 

all actions except actions that =$0.  The TAS will be optional for $0 civilian agency 
actions.  The TAS is optional for DoD except on Recovery actions when it is 
required. Recovery related TAS previously entered into the description of 
requirement field will be copied into the new data element and will be validated 
against the OMB recovery TAS list.  If the TAS does not match the OMB Recovery 
list it will NOT be identified as a Recovery action. 

- DoD adoption of the BPA, BOA, and BPA Call. 
- Unification of the DoD and Civilian rules and use cases.  Various fields will now be 

required that were not previously.  DoD derivation of competition will cease to exist 
and be replaced with validation rules.  Some fields may be required on earlier 
versions of FPDS so please check www.fpdsng.com for more details. 

- Other Transactions – new forms for research and development prototypes for DHS 
and DoD only 

- Termination for Cause will be a new Reason for Modification 
- Alpha Testing for Version 1.4 Phase 1 November 23- December 4 
- Beta Testing for Version 1.4 Phase 1 December 14-December 29

All Recovery Act actions reported to FPDS-NG must have the recovery treasury account symbol in the 

Description of Requirement field.  You must use the following format when entering the treasury 

account symbol:   TAS::XX XXXX::TAS if you are not using the optional sub-account code or TAS::XX 

XXXX XXX::TAS if you are using the optional sub-account code.  If you do NOT use the format, your 

action will NOT be considered a Recovery action.  PLEASE make sure you are using the correct format. 

A report is run every day and posted on the https:\\www.fpds.gov website by noon of all recovery report 

actions in FPDS-NG.  Agencies must review this report daily to ensure actions are reported and 

information is correct and complete.
